Dee founded the Sisters on August 1, 1987 
and has been an icon on Capitol Hill since 1985. 

Mother Theresa Nervina has guided a warm and healing spirit as well 
as directed a lot of fun in Seattle. The original order of Sisters are known 
for their sharp uniform appearance, starched coronets, and flying nun 
image that would become a standard for the world. The order was the 
second order in the United States and third order in the world. 

Mother Theresa Nervina inspired orders to start worldwide, was one 
of the first to raise money for Hands Off Washington, donated time and 
money to Children’s Hospital, the Chicken Soup Brigade, donated to Bai-
ley Boushay and other hospices. She has also confronted the Boy Scouts 
of America, Bank of America, the Catholic Church and the Archdiocese 
for their disregard of our human rights. As the head nun, she has been 
invited to just about everything from weddings to funerals.

In her off time, Dee can be found as Server Extraordinaire at Ruth’s Chris 
Steakhouse in downtown Seattle at 8th and Pine.

During her journey to become a fully professed 
Sister, she found out that she was HIV-positive. This was a very difficult 
time in her life, but she found her community and her Sisters stood be-
side her and held her hand. It was because of this experience that she 
found her true calling as a Sister.  There are many more people out there 
just like her that did not have the support she did. So, she has made it a 
part of who she is to make sure that no one feels that they are alone be-
cause of this disease, that they did nothing wrong, and that they are good 
people.
